• Increase access to 
evidence-based preventative 
cancer screenings for safety-net 
patients

• Increase the number of providers 
trained to perform colorectal 
cancer screenings

• Utilize community health 
workers (CHWs) to provide 
culturally sensitive education, 
referrals, and clinical services

• Train the next generation of 
physicians, nurses, CHWs, and 
public health professionals in 
colorectal cancer prevention, 
screening, and education

• Provided more than 2,000 
colonoscopies for Texans in the 
Brazos Valley who were uninsured 
and age-eligible for these services

• Increased the number of 
providers trained to perform 
colorectal cancer screenings

• CHWs performed exemplary 
navigation and support services to 
assist the patients as well as 
engaged in various community 
outreach activities to educate the 
community members about the 
program’s services and the 
importance of adherence to the 
colorectal screening guidelines
